
FALL CITY ELEMENTARY SCHOOL PTSA 2.18.15 

General Membership Meeting Minutes 

January 8, 2008 

 

 

Call to Order:  Betsy Evensen, Co-President, called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.  

Proper notice of the meeting had been given, a quorum was present, and the Treasurer’s 

Books were on hand and available for review. 

 

Approval of Minutes from November 13, 2007 General Membership Meeting:  The 

minutes from the November 13, 2007 General Membership Meeting were distributed and 

reviewed.  Betsy Evensen made a motion to approve said minutes and Liz Piekarczyk 

seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved without changes.   

 

SVSD Bond Proposition Presentation:  Joel Aune, Superintendent, SVSD, went over 

the history of the 2008 SVSD Bond Proposition.  After failing to achieve a supermajority 

in February and May of 2007, the Facilities Task Force reconvened in the Fall of 2007 to 

consider what voters would be willing to support in a bond and what was best for the 

district’s children.  The Task Force proposed the 2008 Bond Proposition, which was 

approved by the SVSD School Board.  The cost of the 2008 Bond Proposition is about 

$20 million less than the 2007 Bond Proposition.  The 2008 Bond Proposition provides 

for the following :  1.  High School #2;  2.  Land purchase and site development for High 

School #2;  3.  Elementary School #6;  4.  Existing school renovations and repairs;  5.  

Modular classrooms to alleviate Mt. Si High School overcrowding;  6.  Athletic facilities 

for High School #2; and 7.  Transportation facilities.   

  

Discussion was had regarding the location of the high school and Mr. Aune answered 

several questions presented by the membership.   

 

Should FCES PTSA endorse the bond?  Angela Bolen made a motion that the FCES 

PTSA endorse the 2008 Bond Proposition.  Cathy Renner seconded the motion.  The 

membership voted to approve the motion and the motion was passed.   

 

Valley Voters for Education (VVFE) Presentation:  Mary Alice Colvin, a VVFE 

member and FCES parent, spoke in support of the 2008 Bond Proposition.  Mrs. Colvin 

stated that there are only 30 days left to register to vote in the March 11, 2008 election.  

She said that the VVFE had determined that the bond is the right solution for the district’s 

immediate needs.  She fielded questions from the membership and further discussion 

took place regarding the merits of the 2008 Bond Proposition.   

 

Should FCES PTSA donate to VVFE to support the bond?  Tall Bill moved that the 

FCES PTSA donate $640.00 (approximately $1.00 per student) to the VVFE to support 

the bond.  Karen Hunt seconded the motion. The membership voted to approve the 

motion that the FCES PTSA donate $640.00 to the VVFE to support the bond and the 

motion passed.

Treasurerôs Report:  Gloria Fischer, Treasurer, announced that the PTSA financial 

books are available at the meeting for review and that copies of the December 31, 2007 

financial reports are also available.  Gloria further announced that that Robin Schmitt, 

Audit Committee Chair, is going to conduct an audit of the PTSA’s financial books in 

January and she needs another person to assist.  

 

Principal's Report:  Dan Schlotfeldt, FCES Principal, thanked the Hedrick family for 

the planters outside of Mr. K’s room.  He also said that the last Parent’s Play Day went 

well.

-Raffle: Lori Hollasch, Co-President, announced that this year’s PTSA raffle will 

have 10,000 tickets available for sale and that donation are being collected now 

for the classroom baskets.
