Board Meeting Minutes 

February 7, 2008 
 

Call to Order:  Betsy Evensen, Co-President, called the meeting to order at 2:10 p.m.  

Proper notice of the meeting was given, a quorum was present and the Treasurer’s Books 

were on hand and available for review. 

 

Approval of Minutes from December 13, 2007 Board Meeting:  Betsy Evensen made 

a motion that the minutes from the December 13, 2007 Board of Directors Meeting be 

approved.  Robin Schmitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved. 

 

Presidents’ Report:  Betsy Evensen and Lori Hollasch 

 -Spring Survey:  Betsy Evensen distributed a draft of the spring survey for the  

 board of directors to offer comments on.   Betsy asked for feedback by Friday, 

 February 8, 2008.   

 -2008-2009 Committee Chair Positions:  Betsy said that the Co-Presidents would  

 like to offer the current committee chairpersons the first choice of committee 

 chair positions for next year and urged all chairpersons to consider what 

 committees they would like to head up. 

 -Friends of Fall City Parks:  Betsy announced that a group called Friends of Fall 

 City Parks is trying to get a Fall City Park District established and asked the 

 PTSA for an endorsement.  The PTSA will explore whether such an endorsement 

 would be appropriate, given the potentially political nature of the issue.  It was 

 decided that Robin Schmitt would attend the next Fall City Association 

 meeting in order to find out more about the Friends of Fall City Parks and its 

 campaign since the issue will be on the Association’s agenda.   

 -High School Musical:  Betsy announced that High School Musical will be the 

 next production for Howie Macomber and that rehearsals will begin the Monday 

 after break.   

 

Treasurer’s Report:  Gloria Fischer, Treasurer, distributed an updated financial report.   

 -No-Effort Fundraising Update:  Gloria presented the most recent NEF numbers. 

 -Ice Cream Social and Spaghetti Dinner:  Gloria announced that both of these  

 events came in under budget for expenses. 

 -Committee Receipts:  Gloria reminded all committee chairs to get their expense 

 receipts into her as soon as possible so she can determine what is left in the 

 budget and for next year’s budgeting purposes. 

 -Cookbooks Update:  Given that the PTSA’s budget is so healthy this year, Gloria 

 suggested that the PTSA turn over all future cookbook sale proceeds to Chief 

 Kanim’s PTSA.  Chief Kanim’s PTSA has a lower budget and there are no real 

 FCES events at which to sell cookbooks this year.  Leslie Kellogg made a motion 

 that the PTSA give all future cookbook proceeds to the Chief Kanim PTSA.  

 Tracy Pascoe seconded the motion and the motion passed. 

 -Mini-Grants for Nurse and Kitchen:  The Co-Presidents have been asked whether 

 the kitchen and nurse receive mini-grants from the PTSA.  Currently, there are 
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 some additional mini-grant monies in the budget that could cover the nurse and 

 kitchen, although there is no specific provision in the current budget for these 

 expenditures.  The issue will be explored further and will be voted on by the 

 general membership, if necessary.   

  

 

Principal's Report:  Dan Schlotfeldt reported on the following subjects: 

 -Star Protocol:  The staff is being trained in a new protocol called “Star Protocol.”  

 The program involves two teachers observing a third for 1 hour and 45 minutes 

 and then thirty minutes of analysis.  All staff will be trained in this program 

 during building-directed Fridays.   

 -Seahawks Assembly:  Mr. S. said that the Seahawks Assembly held on February 

 5, 2008 went well and had a good message of goal setting. 

 -Mr. K Math Club:  Mr. K’s math club currently covers the fifth graders.  He may 

 broaden it to other classes in the future. 

 -Field Day Funding Request:  Mr. S. said that Mrs. Flanagan would like to request 

 that the PTSA fund one or two inflatables for Field Day at a cost of $1,000.00.  

 Betsy Evensen further informed the board that there is also consideration being  

 given to making this funding a line item in next year’s budget.   Betsy said that 

 Mrs. Flanagan should attend the March 25, 2008 General Membership Meeting to 

 present her request to the general membership.  Leslie Kellogg stated that the 

 Assemblies Committee still has money in its budget that could possibly be used 

 for the Field Day this year.   

 

SVSD PTSA Council Report:  Lori Cobb, PTSA representative to the SVSD PTSA, 

stated that the Council’s last meeting was in mid-January.  The following subjects were 

discussed: 

 -Spring Training:  Region 2 Spring Training will be held on March 22, 2008 at 

 Mt. Si High School.  Information on available classes will be forthcoming. 

 -Parent Ed Classes Survey:  The Council has a survey distributed to determine 

 what type of parent education classes the council members would like to see 

 offered.  

 

Committee Reports: 

-Art Gallery:  This will take place in the month of March. 

-Assemblies:  Leslie Kellogg, chairperson, discussed the various ways the Engram 

family has been thanked for the Seahawks Assembly.  She also announced that 

the Uganda Children’s Choir would be the next assembly.   

-Legislative:  Cathy Renner, chair, reminded everyone that Focus Day in Olympia 

is scheduled for February 13, 2008 and if anyone wants to go they should let her 

know so she can coordinate it.   

-Science Fair:  Lori Hollasch and Cathy Renner, co-chairs, gave an update on the 

Science Fair, which is set for March 5, 2008.  There will be participation of all 

grade levels at the fair.  The anticipated cost for all vendors and supplies is 

$1,750.00, $1,000.00 of which has already been given to the committee.  Lori 

asked that the committee be given an additional $750.00 to cover the remaining 
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expenses.  Leslie Kellogg made a motion that the Science Fair be given an 

additional $750.00.  Robin Schmitt seconded the motion and the motion passed.    

-Staff Appreciation:  Charlotte Campanella, chairperson, announced that the 

Classified Staff Appreciation Week will take place the second week in March and 

the Teacher’s Appreciation Week will take place the first week in May.  There 

will be something special planned for every day in each week.  A call for 

volunteers will come out in the next Headline News.  

-Yearbook:  The deadline for yearbook orders will be the end of March.
